Commd ssioner Wolff has ruled that additions to existing frame
dwellings do not come within the purview of Section 305.1 for three-
quarter hour fire protection, provided that tha addition is st least three
fest from the lot lins and six feet from a frame building on an adjoining
lot, This is in line with the defimition of "alteration® and Section 106.1.
Additions o dwellings less than three feet from interior lot lines shall
conform to the recquirements of Section 305.1,

. 'n;:u ruling does not apnly te buildings moved from one location
to another which must comply with Section 132L.0, Ordinance 762~E and
Seetion 305.1.
