Grand Blvd., Detroit, Michigan 48211 (the “Property”), which is more particularly described in the attached Exhibit A.

The Property is a portion of the GM Factory Zero Plant Property which the City seeks to acquire in order to complete right-of-way work related to the Mt. Elliott Street Realignment Project (the “Project”).  GM has also provided a Construction License Agreement to authorize temporary access onto a portion of the GM Factory Zero Plant Property to facilitate construction of the Project.

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the City of Detroit has received an offer from General Motors LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, to donate part of certain real property located at 2500 E. Grand Blvd., Detroit, Michigan 48211, which is comprised of the asphalted surface of the former right of way and some vegetation, and more particularly described in the attached Exhibit A (the “Property”); and

WHEREAS, in compliance with Chapter 2, Article VI of the Detroit City Code, the Buildings, Safety Engineering, and Environmental Department has reviewed and conducted the environmental inquiry and environmental assessment of the Property, as necessary and appropriate; and

[bookmark: _Hlk162015775]WHEREAS, this Honorable Body finds, determines, and declares that (1) the Property has received appropriate environmental inquiry, (2) the environmental inquiry has shown that past use of the Property for the period investigated does not pose an adverse environmental impact, and that the Property is not considered a “facility” (3) the acceptance of the donated Property is necessary to preserve and promote the public health, safety, and welfare, and (4) the preservation and promotion of the public health, safety, or welfare outweighs the cost of the environmental assessment.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, this Honorable Body hereby waives the requirement that the donor of the Property bear the costs of the environmental inquiry and environmental assessment; and be it further

RESOLVED, that this Honorable Body hereby approves the acceptance of the donation of the Property for its use as public right-of-way; and be it finally

RESOLVED, that the Director of the City of Detroit Department of Public Works, or a designee, is hereby authorized to execute a Donation Agreement, a Construction License Agreement, and such documents as may be necessary or convenient to effect the acceptance of the donation of the Property in furtherance of the Project, consistent with this Resolution.
