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$114.59, to reimburse the City of 
Detroit for the expense incurred in 
the original paving of the alley in­ 
tersection within the lines of the

ers shall not build over the above 
described alleys without frst secur­ 
ing the approval of the City Engineer 
and The Board cf Health; and

$200.00 to cover the cost of con­ 
structing a manhole at the east 
property line. of Oakland Avenue at 
the alley first north of Piquette here­ 
in vacated; and further 
Provided, Petitioners reimburse the 

owners to the extent of the value of 
any utilities now installed in said 
alleys which it may be necessary to 
abandon due to the closing of said 
alleys or bear the entire expense cf 
relocating or rerouting any public 
utilities installed in said alleys which 
it may be necessary to relocate or 
reroute due to the closing of same;

with the above proviscs, the City
